Only Say the Word 

The bread is broken, the banquet is prepared, and 
now we are invited to the feast. Once more the 
priest holds the host, now broken, for us to see, and 
invites us to behold the one “who takes away the 
sins of the world.” Truly blessed and happy are 
those invited to this meal, which is a foretaste of the 
heavenly banquet, the supper of the Lamb 
(Revelation 19:19). We respond to this invitation 
with a prayer to the Lord: we acknowledge that we 
are not worthy, but at the same time we are confi-
dent that the One who comes to us can heal us, 
body and soul.

Jesus is 
amazed at his faith. It is the same for us. We believe 
that Jesus speaks to us, comes to us, dwells with us, 
even though we neither hear his voice nor see his 
face.

PREPARING FOR THE NEW TRANSLATION OF THE MASS 

 
On the first Sunday of Advent, November 27, 2011, Catholic parishes in the United States will begin pray-
ing the texts of the Mass using a new English translation of The Roman Missal, the large book the priest 
uses on the Altar which contains the official prayers of the Mass.   The late Blessed John Paul II had the 
original prayer book for Mass for the worldwide Catholic Church to be re-translated from the original Latin 
texts, that would be closer to the original Latin version.  Now that the translation process has come to frui-
tion, we will begin using this new translation beginning the First Sunday of Advent. 

 

The Introductory Rites of the mass are intended to draw us out of our own little worlds and form us into 
an assembly of God’s people. We hear each other’s voices in the opening song and Glory to God; we remem-
ber who we are as God’s people through the sign of the Cross, the Greeting and the Penitential Act; and we 
prepare ourselves for the day’s celebration in the opening prayer. 

 

The liturgy of the Eucharist 

We begin by preparing the altar for the holy sacrifice to come.  In the Prayer over the Gifts we get ready to 
offer ourselves and our lives together with the bread and wine so that we too might be transformed by God.  
In the Preface, we proclaim the reasons that we give our thanks and praise to God.  As the priest transforms 
the bread and wine into the body and blood of Christ. We pray that we will also be transformed by the Eu-
charist we celebrate and receive.  We ratify this wonderful action with the Great Amen. 

 

Communion and Concluding Rites 

Our great prayer of praise and thanksgiving leads through the Lord’s Prayer, our petition for daily bread, 
into the action of Communion.  We sing together even as we rise and move forward in procession to the al-
tar.  We must move to receive Communion because the Eucharist is transformative - it demands action of us, 
internal as well as external. We do not receive the sacrament in silence, but with a dialogue that is a profes-
sion of faith:  “The Body of Christ.”  “Amen.”  “The Blood of Christ.”  “Amen.”   Our “Amen” is also a prayer 
that we may become what we receive, the Body of Christ, living and active in the world.  So it makes sense 
that after Communion we are dismissed - not just let out, but sent forth with a mission “to announce the 
gospel of the Lord.”  This leave-taking is joined by a blessing, a prayer for God’s continuing protection as 
we go out on our way.  
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
